Packaging Materials -

REACH identifies some of the humidity indicator cards and desiccants may need to be identified.

PFOS -

Banned in EU – Can't ship to Europe since June 27, 2008

Some Distributors are requesting PFOS and Deca-BDE from Suppliers

ACTION:  Do we need a position paper on Reporting of PFOS or Deca-BDE?

Chemical Disclosure -

Is IPC 1752 being updated to include process chemicals?

ACTION:  Get Email from Fern to Jay.

Some distributors are getting most people asking for 1752 forms.

IPC form is being updated to include multiple parts, and Deca-BDE, China RoHS, and REACH, including 16 proposed SVHC’s (Substance of very high concern).

Will JIG be updated to include PFOS?

ACTION: Barney will create an environmental survey to be sent out to suppliers.  Check with Dave Richardson

Dr. Paul Goodman

About 30,000 substances will be registered during the next 10 – 20 years.  A very expensive process.

REACH affects chemicals as well as articles.

 

Only Europeans can register chemicals – non European manufacturers must use a representative to register chemicals.

 

Most important thing for our industry is the identification of chemicals. European agency will publish list of chemicals of high concern estimate is being 2% to 10% of current substances containing these chemicals will be rendered obsolete.

 

Components are NOT included in registration, as long as the chemical is not designed to be released.

 

Because we sell articles, we only have to inform our customer if the article has more than .1% of the 16 SVHC’s .  If we have articles that have more than .1% of the 16 SVHC’s , we must inform the customers proactively, and provide a safe handling instruction sheet.

 

Once the EU finalizes the list, we must start to immediately, proactively advise our customers.

Farnell and Future are sending out a standard response letter to enquiries of customers – 

 

ACTION: Barney will get a copy of Farnell’s and Future’s letter. 

 

RoHS update from Farnell

 

Categories 8 and 9 Medical and Test Equipment markets may be included now in RoHS.  November /December before they publish a new clarification.

 

Additional substances (possibly 8) will be added to RoHS. By 2011 – 2012.  Exemptions will be decided by end of 2009.  Deca-BDE has no exemption now. You cannot have Deca-BDE in the products.  PFOS Perfluorooctanesulfonic acid is now banned.  PFOA Perfluorooctanoic acid is not banned, but will probably be one of the 16 SVHC

Red phosphorous is not banned.            

 

In response letters, mention that REACH does not apply to articles that do not contain the 16SVHC’s, or that are not designed to be released.

 

Bourns will be registering with the EU.

 

Counterfeit parts

 

Future scans labels in receiving to capture date codes and lot codes, as well as Country of Origin.  Future and TTI will only take back parts in their and manufacturers original packaging.  All of TTI’s parts come in from the manufacturers with the distributor PO # on the label.
