Export/Import Compliance Survey

Objective: 
To produce a set of guidelines for the dissemination of product information throughout the supply chain, from component manufacturer to end-user, which will then be submitted as a recommendation to the industry at large. 

Dear NEDA Member:

In the current trade environment of heightened security complete and accurate information is the key to ensuring controls and minimizing risk throughout the supply chain.
Through new, and sometimes aggressive, regulations and government programs the importer/exporter is being asked to provide complete and accurate information earlier in the shipment process, and some times electronically.  This enables the government agencies to slice and dice information in order to assess security risk and to target specific commodities and/or shipments for inspection.
A side-affect resulting from their objective of supply chain security is that incomplete or inaccurate data is highlighted and this may result in an importer/exporter becoming a target for scrutiny and corrective action (penalties) by Customs Agencies. 
From the first purchaser of a product to the final end-user, the challenge to report “complete and accurate” product information on import/export documents is becoming business critical.  The supply chain participants need to provide this information each time the product is passed, and the chain starts with the manufacturer.
The following list of data elements is the minimum requirements that should be provided with the domestic or export sale of a product:

· Country of Origin (CoO)
· Harmonized Tariff System (HTS) or Schedule B #  – 10 digits – Used to identify import duties & stats 
· Export Commodity Control Number (ECCN) – Identifies if an export license is required for destination country
· Part net weight

The challenge for the component manufacturer or distributor is how to provide this information to their customers.  Your NEDA sub-committee members are submitting the suggested methods on the attached form for your comments.
If you are not the person within your company to respond to this survey, please pass it on to the appropriate person with a copy to (the sender) so that we may follow up.  It is important that your company has the opportunity to provide input to this industry wide initiative.
